Exposure Controls for Lead, Asbestos and 
Chromium in Construction 
There are some hazardous substances that can cause 

health issues from just a little bit of exposure to your 

lungs, skin and digestive tract. In production and 

research, engineering controls are most effective for 

prevention of exposure by keeping the sources of 

these hazardous substances contained or isolated.  

However, in construction and demolition, the work 

area changes daily and the actions of welding, 

grinding, sawing, etc. in open spaces allows for 

materials to be dispersed.  Workers who can recognize 

the hazards of these materials and their sources are 

better able to protect themselves, even in a changing 

work environment. This presentation is a short help list 

of how to recognize the specific hazards of asbestos, 

lead and chromium exposures to construction 

workers.

Conversations of a Safety Culture 
VitalSmarts has discovered that when workers use the phrase, òit was an accident waiting to 

happenó to describe a workplace safety incident, their words are true more often than not.  

The ugly secret behind most workplace injuries is that someone was aware of the threat well 

in advance, but was either unwilling or unable to speak up.  Research discovered five 

workplace threats that are especially likely to become òundiscussablesó: 
 

1.òGet ôer doneó 

2.òI think I canó 

3.òJust this onceó 

4.òThis is overboardó 

5.òIõm a team playeró 

 
Hereõs the troubling findingñwhen employees see one of these 5 situations, only one in four 

speak up.  Failure to speak up and correct unsafe conditions allows the conditions to 

continue despite inevitable injury.  So, how do you correct this situation?  Attend the keynote 

address to find the solution.
